There probably is no more characteristic a winter anthem for the Toronto waterfront than the melodic yodeling of large 
flocks of wintering Long-tailed Ducks. Several hundred thousand Long-tailed Ducks probably winter on Lake Ontario as a 
whole. The Toronto section of the Mid-Winter Waterfowl Inventory alone has tallied as many as 23,000+ in a single year, 
and the entire Canadian shoreline of the lake has produced a total in excess of 220,000 birds. The record high count for 
the GTA was a single flock estimated at 80,000 birds on 1 March 1998 off Arkendo Drive in east Oakville, Halton R.M.

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     NOTES ON REPORTING AND TOC DATABASE  
________________________________________________________________________________________________ 
 
The TOC database is a valuable resource, which grows progressively more useful as the years go by. However, it is a lot 
of work to maintain and keep up with the volume of records, especially now that over 90% are coming from ONTBIRDS.  
That said, the TOC Records Committee would like to encourage all members to report their significant sightings on a 
regular basis. Reports can be submitted by email, fax or snail mail, as noted above. Members should be familiar with the 
Reporting Guidelines (Coady and Smith 2000), which indicate those records worthy of reporting in the GTA context, and 
those which require documentation. Please report promptly, so that the full picture is available. For example, if you know 
you will be away at month end, send in whatever you have before you leave. If you generate a significant volume of 
records, please submit them in 2 or 3 batches during the month, to help spread out the workload. Prompt reports are 
especially significant at the end of Feb, May, July and Nov respectively, as these mark the cutoff dates for quarterly 
reports to North American Birds. TOC is currently responsible for reporting Toronto and Peel regions to NAB; while 
Halton, York and Durham are done by others.  
 
If records are worth entering and storing in the database, then they should represent high quality data. Please try and 
avoid things like 200+. Do proper counts, or don’t bother. It is very tedious to enter this type of data. At a minimum, a 
record should have: species, # of birds (or estimate); date (or date range), time (if a rarity, sub-rarity or a NOMO!) – this is 
so that they will list in correct date-time sequence; precise location, and one or more observers. Location data is very 
important, because one day everything will be geo-referenced for accurate plotting. Most reports come from well-known 
‘sites’ which have been defined in the database (well over 1000 so far), and hence inherit 10km square and UTM data.   
But if you report something from an obscure one-off location, it will end up with ? for the UTM, unless the person doing 
data entry can allocate it precisely. Use your GPS for one-off locations (NAD 83), if you have one, or give the location in 
terms which allow it to be accurately located from a map. For example, 200m W of intersection of aaa Road and bbb Blvd.  
is instantly meaningful, whereas something like #56090 Yonge St. may be very precise, but could be in Rainy River for all 
we know. However, for a NOMO please give both, if applicable, since it will be allocated to a specific territory if at all 
possible.   
 
Since data is entered in batches by month and county (region), it is very helpful to separate out records by county. Use a 
separate reporting sheet for each county (or draw a heavy line between data for different counties or regions) and list the 
records in date/location sequence, if at all possible, just as they occurred in the field. Do not try to put them in species 
sequence. The reason being that more data will ‘default’ this way, meaning less typing. Of course, if your report is being 
generated by software, then you may not have control over this. For large sites such as Toronto Islands, Leslie St Spit, 
Humber Bay Park etc, multiple subsites have been defined, which allow data to be located more precisely. These should 
always be used for rarer/more unusual species, or when all records relate to one subsite within the main site. For  
example, most waterbird records from High Park will relate to Grenadier Pond, or possibly the South Duck Pond, and this 
should be specified if all were from one location. Likewise all hawk migration counts from High Park will relate to Hawk 
Hill, unless otherwise stated. In general, use the subsites for all cases of rarer or more unusual species. In some cases, 
which you should know about if you bird the affected locations, subsites are used to allocate data between different 10km 
squares, where a particular ‘site’ overlaps a square boundary. And please do NOT duplicate anything already reported to 
ONTBIRDS, as this causes a lot of extra work. 
 
If you are acting as leader for a Jim Baillie Memorial Walk, you have a special responsibility to do proper counts, and set 
an example to the less experienced birders on the walk. Reports from JBMW *are* entered in the database, so they 
should be sent in ASAP after the event. If the walk relates to one site only, then your reported numbers relate to that one 
site, but in cases where the event becomes a birding trip along the lakeshore, please try and use separate columns for 
the main sites visited. At a minimum, all the more unusual species should be listed with their locations on the report form, 
so that they can be correctly allocated. Because most common species, recorded in small numbers, do not meet the 
Reporting Guidelines, the data from the JBMWs may be the only records of those species going into the database these 
days. So please, no more plus signs or checkmarks in the JBMW lists. [Ok, you can use a checkmark for Rock Pigeon, if 
you really believe, in the Jim Baillie tradition, that they are not birds!].  
 
Records which should be documented . The Reporting Guidelines are your guide in this respect, subject to the changes 
announced in the 2004 Report of the TBRC (TOC Newsletter  # 166:1-6 (June 2006), which apply from 1 Jan 2006 
onwards. [These changes removed the documentation requirement for all reports of Cackling Goose, Sandhill Crane, 
Thayer’s Gull, Tufted Titmouse and Hoary Redpoll, and for spring reports of Hooded Warbler]. There are basically 6 
categories of wanted records: (a) OBRC rarities (please send us a copy of the OBRC doc for the TBRC files); (b) species 
which are considered regionally rare in the GTA, such that all occurrences should be documented e.g. Yellow-throated 
Warbler; (c) species which require documentation in certain periods, but not others e.g. all breeding season and fall 
reports of Hooded Warbler; (d) reports which require documentation for CBC purposes only; (e) reports which represent 
unusual dates (early, late, or unseasonal) and (f) reports of high counts (seasonal or all-time). When doing any type of 
documentation, please take the time to complete the form as fully as possible. Consider that you are writing for a future

researcher, reading it in 10, 20, 50 or 100 years’ time. They won’t necessarily know you or your reputation or the 
conditions of that day, week or year.   
 
Therefore, do not assume anything. Write very clearly and neatly, using a black or blue pen, or complete a soft copy of 
the form on your computer. Whenever possible, use the standard reporting form. Whether submitted electronically or on 
paper, this form will be photocopied and/or scanned, and in any event the paper original will live in the archives for many 
years. Each form should be a standalone document, referring to one species/one occurrence (others can be cross-
referenced in the ‘circumstances’ section if required). If you don’t know the 10-km sq, UTM or map # it is ok to leave 
these, and they will be filled in for you. In the experience section, give more detail rather than less, especially as it relates 
to the species or group in question. In the weather section, take the time to check this and photocopy the synoptic map 
from a newspaper one or two days before, if it is likely to have had any influence at all on the species, numbers or date 
being reported upon. Back issues of papers such as ‘Toronto Star’ are readily available in the Toronto Reference Library 
at Yonge & Bloor.    
  
The ‘circumstances’ section is very important – it is here that you ‘set the scene’ for the analyst. For example, were you 
following up a report on ONTBIRDS, starting your winter list on 1 Dec, or maybe just covering your local patch the same 
way you do every Saturday morning? All of this is potentially relevant, or could be, as to how the bird was discovered.   
Writing a good description is an art which can be cultivated, and improved with practice. It is still needed, even if multiple 
good photos are available. There may be features not visible in photographs, such as behaviour and voice; while 
comparative aspects can only be described in terms of the observer’s accumulated experience with the species. So while 
the description might be fairly short for a very distinctive species with a simple colour pattern such as American Avocet, 
you may well need additional pages if you had prolonged views of a rare sparrow or shorebird, or the bird was captured 
and full measurements taken. Having said that, a picture is worth a thousand words, and with today’s ubiquitous digital 
technology, it should be possible to get some sort of photo-doc in most cases. If digital photos are being submitted, 
please add a note as to what modifications, if any, have been made. Some ‘cleaning up’ of poor or excessively dark 
originals (adjusting brightness and contrast), or edge-sharpening may be ok, but beyond that one is starting on a slippery 
slope which will make the work of any rarities committee that much more difficult. If you feel that you have to adjust an 
image beyond those basic modifications, then you should submit the untouched original as well.   
 
If you are documenting a high count, then it may not be necessary to describe the birds in detail (unless they represent a 
species which would otherwise need description), but details and discussion of how the count was done are important and 
necessary. Any counts by sub-areas would be basic to this, when dealing with one of the larger sites such as Toronto 
Islands or Leslie St. Spit. Some discussion of the count (were they counted by 5s, 10s, 100s or what?) and visibility, 
whether the birds were static or moving, and number of count repetitions, should always be included. Photo-doc would be 
nice to have, if appropriate. Remember that high counts only apply to a specific site, so beware of casual claims of large 
numbers, made without specific reference to the area in question. If reporting a migration count from a hawk watch or bird 
observatory, always attach copies of the daily or hourly log sheets. If the high count is also unusual in terms of date, it 
should include some description and indication that the birds were correctly identified, otherwise future analysts will 
always wonder about this point (as might the current rarities committee!). 
 
Clearly it is the finder’s responsibility to document an unusual occurrence, or the ‘designated counter’ in the case of a high 
count from one of the hawkwatches. But sometimes the finder is negligent in this respect, or they may be a non-TOC 
member, or visiting from far away and do not know the local procedures etc. In which case, anyone who saw the bird 
should be able to step in and provide the documentation.   
 
Please remember that there is a lot of work ‘behind the scenes’ in processing documentation forms, which can only start 
on receipt of the form. For every case where the bird (s) stays more than a day or so, a database report will be run, listing 
all the reports, and attached to the documentation. For unusual dates or high counts another database report will be run 
and attached, listing previous high counts and/or early/late dates etc. Very often, the original email reports to ONTBIRDS 
will also be copied and attached. This is so that the TBRC has the full picture available when evaluating a report. A 
tracking # has to be assigned to each documentation and this can only be done ‘cleanly‘ when all reports for that species 
have been received and entered. If there were any photos attached, the labeling has to be checked and copies printed to 
go with the documentation. Then two extra copies of the entire doc. are made (i.e. original plus 2 copies), plus 5 copies of 
the voting form. Only then can the original doc. plus voting forms be forwarded to the TBRC Secretary, and the process of 
circulation to TBRC commence. Meanwhile, the two photocopies are used for backup in case the original is lost during 
circulation; eventually they are used for (a) a ‘working set’ of documentations deposited in the TOC Archives (ROM 
Library), and (b) a second set held with the TOC database for backup purposes.
