The Tufted Titmouse is a very rare and local resident species in the Greater Toronto Area. There is anecdotal evidence 
that it may have bred in both the Regional Municipalities of Peel and Halton in the early 1960s, but confirmed evidence of 
breeding in the GTA is still lacking after more than 40 years of continuous occurrence. Its confirmation as a breeding bird 
on the Toronto bird checklist is long overdue.
